Quick Start Instructions

The Intevia® Keyless Electronic Lockset can store a single programming
code and up to 10 unique additional 4-digit User Codes for family
members, outside service providers, friends, etc.

It is recommended to change programming code.
If step 1 is skipped go directly to step 2.

The Programming Code will not operate door.
Do not use the same 4 digit code for the program code and a user code

Step 1 - Change Factory Default Programming Code
Listen for W< confirmation tones and watch for keypad light flashes.

The default Programming Code is 1357.
Press: 1357 1¢< 11 y¢<New Program Code ¢ New Program Code w<1(<

Example: 1357 W< 17144444 < 44444
The Programming Code has been changed to 4444.

Step 2 - Enter First User Code (4-Digit)
Press: Programming Code 1¢=33 s¢zNew User Code »¢<New User Code¢ ¢z

Example: XXXX <33 13553 1¢<3553¢<¢<
The User Code 3553 has been added to memory.

Setup Complete! The new User Code will lock and unlock door.

Setting Up Users & Entering Commands

Enter Additional User Codes (4-Digit)
Press: Programming Code "¢=33 "(=New User Code "¢<New User Code"€c

Example: XXXX (= 33122662 2662 =gz
The User Code 2662 has been added to memory.

Delete User Code
Press: Programming Code 1¢= 55 1¢= User Code ¢z User Code =z

Example: XXXX W55 W=2662 42662 <
The User Code 2662 has been removed from memory.

Reset to Factory Default Programming Code & Delete All User Codes:

Press 1 on the external keypad & the interior button together for
5 seconds. You will hear 3 short beeps. Your Programming Code
is reset to 1357 and all user codes are deleted.

Please note:
Incorrect sequences result in a 2 second audible beep
and 3 seconds timeout to clear.

User Codes Full (10) will be alerted with a long beep.
Incorrect User Code entries will also be alerted with a long beep.

Lost Code When Locked: Slide Manual Release on the interior escutch-
eon to the side and turn handle to unlock.

Exterior Use

To Lock Door When Leaving:
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Enter your 4-digit User Code and wait
for a "< “lock confirmation” tone or keypad light
flash.

To Unlock Door When Entering:
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Enter your 4-digit User Code,

turn handle and open door

during the ¢ “unlock” tone and keypad
light flashes.
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Batteries

4 AAA Energizer Lithium batteries are required to
maximize battery life and performance at tempera-
ture extremes. AAA alkaline batteries

are not recommended and should not be used.

To Replace Batteries:

Remove bottom screw and battery
cover to access the batteries.

Interior Use

To Lock Door When Inside:

Press the single button on the interior
escutcheon. You will hear a ¢ “lock
confirmation” tone and see the button flash.

To Unlock Door When Inside:

Press the single button on the interior
escutcheon and turn the handle during
the ¢z “unlock” tone and button flash.

Manual Release

To manually release the lock, simply slide the
black button at the bottom of the interior
escutcheon to the right and hold while turning
the handle to open the door.

Releasing the black button while the handle is
turned will ensure the door remains unlocked
until electronic operation is restarted.

Manual release always allows immediate
unlock from the inside.

Low Battery Power

Low Battery Warning:

When the battery is near the end of its useful life, the interior
button will flash red 1 time along with 5 beeps after each use.

Please replace the batteries at this point. All 4 batteries should be
replaced at the same time. DO NOT MIX OLD AND NEW BATTERIES.

Note: Due to battery limitations, the low battery warning may indicate
prematurely at very cold temperatures.

Critically Low Battery Warning:

When the battery is at the end of its useful life, the unit will
only unlock once and will not lock until batteries are replaced.

The internal button will flash red 5 times with no beep.
This device complies with Part 15 of the FCC Rules. Operation is subject to the following two

conditions: 1) This device may not cause harmful interference and 2) This device must accept
any interference received, including interference that may cause undesired operation.
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
